1. S1-2 Bridging & Remedial Programme and Sec 3 Remedial Programme and Self-

The objectives of bridging and remedial is to help our girls address their learning gaps and 
better prepare themselves for the next learning year. Selected Sec 1 to 3 girls have been

b. School Uniform Purchases 

  
Considering the ongoing hot weather and to ensure the safety and well-being of students, the 
school will continue with our dress-down policy into 2026. From Monday to Friday, students 
may wear dress-down attire, including a school-based t-shirt with skorts or pinafore as a more 
comfortable option. However, full school uniform with the school tie will still be required on 
special occasions such as Founder’s Day, Graduation Day, Class Photo taking, and other 
formal events. 
 
We would also like to remind parents to review your child’s current uniform needs. Some 
students have outgrown their uniforms and have been adjusting them during the school day 
by unbuttoning or unzipping due to discomfort. The length of the girls’ skorts should also be 
adequate for their safety and well-being.

5. Revised Smartphones & Smartwatches Guidelines for Secondary Schools - NEW 

To reduce distraction and encourage student interaction, MOE has revised its smartphones & 
smartwatches guidelines for all secondary schools, for compliance and implementation from 
2026. Our PL-Lites were informed today that from Jan 2026, they are not to use their 
smartphones/smartwatches during school hours including recess, snack breaks, CCA and 
after-school programmes (e.g. supplementary/enrichment/remedial lessons) etc. without their 
teachers’ permission. Smartphones/smartwatches should be kept in their school lockers 
during school hours, once they arrive in school. Coincidentally, the school had already 
purchased and will be installing new lockers at more accessible areas around the school 
during this year-end school holidays.  
 
We will further engage our girls when the new school year starts, with the refreshed mobile 
phone use policy and consequences, locker allocation and other related matters. For misuse 
of mobile phones/smartwatches, the current consequences include retention of the device 
during school hours if the student continues to use her mobile phone without the teacher’s 
permission. I have engaged our Parent-School Support Group and some parents, and am 
grateful for their support for this change.

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6. Student Absences - Submission of Reasons for Student Absences via Parents 

Gateway 

To further streamline communication between the school and parents, and to provide greater 

convenience for parents in managing their child’s absences, the school will be leveraging the 

Parents Gateway (PG) to better handle administrative matters related to student absences. 

Starting from Term 1 2026, the school will be onboarding the new Student Absence feature 

on PG. With this feature, parents who are onboard PG will be able to submit valid reasons for 

their child’s/ward’s absence and attach supporting documents such as medical certificates 

directly via the “Services” tab on the PG app. 

A Parent User Guide (Annex A) and FAQ (Annex B) are attached for your quick reference. 

 
 
7. Advice for Parents on Holistic Well-Being and Safety 

 
We would like to emphasize the importance of helping your child better navigate cyber space 
and practise safe use of computing devices during the holidays. You can find a suite of self-
care tools and resources on MindSG webpage 
(https://www.healthhub.sg/programmes/186/MindSG/Caring-For-Ourselves/Learning-About-
Cyber-Wellness-Youths), which you can use in your discussion with your child.  
 
With the upcoming school holidays, the Singapore Police Force (SPF), Central Narcotics 
Bureau (CNB), National Crime Prevention Council (NCPC), and National Council Against Drug 
Abuse (NCADA) would also like to remind all students about the consequences of committing 
crimes and engaging in drug/inhalant abuse. It is essential to take preventive measures to 
avoid becoming victims of crime. In addition, the Health Sciences Authority (HSA) and Health 
Promotion Board (HPB) would like to raise awareness among students about the harmful 
effects of using imitation tobacco products, including e-cigarettes and e-vaporizers. We 
encourage all students to familiarize themselves with Singapore's laws and regulations on 
vaping, as well as the potential consequences for individuals, families, and society.
