• Understand from the subject 
teachers the instructions of the HBL 
tasks and the required platform (e.g
SLS, Google Classroom) to access the 
assignment

On HBL Days
Students should

• Complete the assigned HBL/SIL tasks in 
the day, preferably before 2.00 p.m., 
unless you have a valid reason. If you are 
unwell, please inform your FTs/Subject 
teachers.

• Do have regular breaks and proper meals 
at home.

• Manage your screen time, have regular 
‘eye-breaks’ in between assignments.
