1. Developing Executive Functions

Most girls | speak to, feel sufficiently mature to run their own lives. However, we see them
being disorganized. They may not responsible enough to understand the urgency of a task
that they are given. Some lack the drive and motivation to exhibit on-task behaviours etc.
Many of them, especially at lower secondary levels, need plodding by teachers or family
members to get things done. As they grow up, they will continue to develop a set of mental
skills that will help them carry out tasks to reach a final goal. This set of special skills is named
Executive Functions.
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The research into helping to promote executive functions in our youths lists some useful
practices that both school and home can encourage the girls to adopt. The following from
Center for the Developing Child in Harvard University, is a useful reading written specially for
us who parent adolescents:
